Prayer Wrist-Band Details
Camp 220 is fast approaching and we hope you are as excited as we are!  We ask that you will join us in prayer for the students and adults attending camp, the camp pastor, the worship team, and the camp staff.  We are inviting your church congregation to commit to pray for those attending camp with your group.

If your church participated in this prayer plan for camp in past years, we’re confident that God blessed your church through the week of prayer, as well as the reflection service that should have immediately followed camp.  We don’t ever get tired of hearing stories of God’s outpouring through this prayer plan.  I know you will be anxious to see how God uses the faithfulness of your church this summer.
For those of you who have not had the amazing experience of using this prayer plan within your church congregation before, we would like to offer you some suggestions.  Please be creative with this and really make it your own.  There are a variety of ways to tailor the prayer plan to your congregation. As soon as possible, please share this information with your congregation, and begin asking God to call out members of your congregation to pray.


Here’s how the plan works…

1. Request prayer wristbands for your congregation.
Through the contact us page at www.twotwenty.org, you can request the number of wristbands you would like to have.  
2. Personalize each wristband.

As each of your students sign up for camp, write their name on the wristbands.  It may be good to make the bands available after each Worship service to individuals from your congregation who will commit to interceding for a student or adult going to 220.  This may require multiple bands per person so that each service can have a partner matched to the specific person attending 220. 

3. 2-3 weeks prior to camp, use announcement times to invite your church to ALL be a part of 220, even if they can’t go on the actual trip!  This is through the real work of prayer!  

This is your time to recruit those intercessors to commit to prayer the week before, and the week of camp!  You can refer to the prayer guide for specifics of things to ask them to be in prayer for!

4.  As people commit to be a prayer partner, pass out the bands, while asking them to place the bands on their wrists.  

You can pass these out in any way you desire,… as people exit or whatever you deem the most affective way.  One way we have found this to be powerful is to lay the bands on the alter and have people prayerfully commit to prayer by coming down front and picking up the band/bands the Lord leads them to.  This will be the person/people they will commit to pray for.  The wristband will be a constant reminder of their commitment to continually pray and seek God on behalf of a student/adult from their own church.  
*Even after all the bands are gone and all of your students/people attending 220 have a prayer warrior for the week, please continue reminding your congregation of their commitment to pray through each day of camp and in the weeks leading up to camp.  Remind them of the dates of camp or even write the dates of camp on the wristband.  
A prayer guide has been compiled specifically for 220.  If you’d like to make the guides available to your congregation, please feel free to print from the guide we provide as a download, or you can edit ours and make it your own, tailored to the specific needs of your students and church. We feel confident that you will find the best way to make this a blessing for your church family.
The next step as a follow up is to plan a reflection service for either the Sunday morning or Sunday night after your students/people return from 220.  Ask all who have been participating in the prayer plan to attend.  Make sure there is time for both sides of the prayer plan to share …the individual that has been praying and the student who was blessed by the prayer.
A lot of times, we find that this relationship will continue post camp experiences.  We love it!  It feels very Titus 2 when we see these relationships blossom and community to take place otherwise that may never! 

Having experienced a service like this first hand, I can honestly say it changes lives.  It is a blessing to hear how God transforms the lives of students at sometimes the exact moment a church member that maybe they have never even met was lifting them up to their Father in Heaven.  I have seen so many individuals, families, young people, and the elderly take part in this prayer plan and reflection time, and go home so blessed and changed.  We at Camp 220 are committing to pray for your students and we ask your church family to do the same.
